1. Voice: We listen to students and let them help decide about their care.

What Does "Care Experienced" Mean?
· Currently Care Experienced: Young people being looked after now.
· Previously Care Experienced: People who used to be in care.

Why Do Children Become Care Experienced?
For reasons like abuse, disabilities, family issues, unsafe situations, or involvement with the youth justice system.

Where Do Care Experienced Children Live?
They can live at home, with relatives, in foster homes, or in secure places.

Supporting Students:
· Building Relationships: We create a caring, safe environment.
· Managing Behaviour: We help students take breaks when needed.

Creating a Safe School:
1. Feeling Loved: Show kindness and celebrate achievements.
2. Feeling Safe: Provide safe spaces and clear rules.
3. Feeling Respected: Listen and celebrate everyone’s uniqueness.

Supporting Learning:
· Keep classrooms calm.
· Teach positive interactions.
· Break tasks into smaller steps.

When Things Get Tough:
1. Regulate: Help pupil calm down and regulate.
2. Relate: Stay connected and do calming activities.
3. Reason: Talk about what happened when calm.

Tracking Support: Each pupil has a key person to support them, and staff regularly check in on them.
